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CHAIRMAN’S MESSAGE 
 
The holidays are upon us once again!  On behalf of the Lake Chesterfield Board of Trustees, I would like to 

extend our best wishes to everyone for a joyous holiday season. May the warmth and peace of this season be 

yours today and throughout the coming New Year! 

 

At their November meeting, the Board approved a proposal to establish a capability which will allow residents a 

choice in the paying of assessments and other association fees at the LCHOA office with their credit cards.  We 

are planning to make this new payment method available when assessments are due in 2012. You will be 

receiving more information soon about this new payment choice after all of the details are worked out. 

 

The Marina Club Committee reported to the Board that bids have been solicited to provide new flooring for the 

main level of the Clubhouse.  The bids are due on December 15th. 

 

The Board approved the 2012 budget presented by the finance committee with the understanding that salaries 

will be further reviewed by the executive committee and presented for approval at the December Board 

meeting.  The 2012 budget maintains assessments at the same level that have been levied since 2008 (five 

years). 

 

We have noticed that the geese are starting to come back to our area again for the winter. We can all take part in 

controlling the population by not feeding the geese so they will move on to other areas where food is plentiful.   

 

In case you are not aware of it, there are several Lake Chesterfield residents who live near our lakes with “goose 

guns” (approved by LCHOA, wildlife authorities and the police).  These guns make a lot of noise and help to 

disperse the geese; but do not harm them. 
 

The Board welcomes a new volunteer Trustee for Phase 5 (Coves) to fill a vacant position.  Deb Ellis has lived in the 

subdivision for four years and is very interested in getting involved and participating in the operation of the 

Association.  If you have the opportunity, welcome Deb to her new Board position; and thank her for her willingness 

to serve the Lake Chesterfield community.

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INFORMATION FROM THE CITY OF WILDWOOD 

Open House Scheduled for Public Comment on the Planned Route 109 Improvements  
 

The City of Wildwood and Missouri Department of Transportation have a cooperative project planned to improve Route 

109, between Route 100 and Clayton Road, including the following: 
?         Widening of Route 109 to 2 lanes in each direction with a landscaped, center median  island 

?        Roundabout at the intersection of Route 109 and Pond-Grover Loop Road 
?        Extension of Pond-Grover Loop Road to the west of Route 109 to provide access to Lafayette Trails Subdivision 

and the future Community Park  

?        Two Pedestrian Tunnels under Route 109 
?        Stormwater Improvements  

 
The project is currently in design and scheduled for construction beginning in the Spring of 2013.   An Open House has 

been scheduled to provide information on the Conceptual Plans for this project and to hear comments from the public.   

The Open House will be held at Babler Elementary School, 1955 Shepard Road, on Thursday, December 8th from 4:30 
p.m. to 7:30 p.m..   If you are unable to attend this Open House Meeting, more information will be shared in the February 

2012 Edition of the Wildwood Gazette.

Information Available for April 3, 2012 Municipal Election  
 

The following information applies to candidates filing for the April 3, 2012 election:  

Prior to filing for the Office of Council Member or Mayor, you must complete a Nominating Petition and have it signed by 
no less than twenty-five (25) registered voters of the residents of your Ward (Candidates for Mayor must have 100 

signatures of City of Wildwood residents). This petition must be submitted at the time of filing for office.  

Signatures shall be valid only, if obtained not earlier than forty -five (45) days prior to the first day of filing. Therefore, no 

signatures are valid prior to Sunday, October 30, 2011. No person shall be allowed to be nominated for more than one 
(1) office at a time.  

Filing opens on Tuesday, December 13, 2011, at 8:00 a.m. and closes on Tuesday, January 17, 2012, at 5:00 p.m.  
Candidates can file between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, between the opening and 

closing dates. Please be aware City Hall is closed on Friday, December 23; Monday, December 26; Monday, January 2; 
and Monday, January 16.  A filing fee of $10.00 is required. Please make checks payable to: City of Wildwood. Credit 

cards cannot be accepted at this time.

Around Wildwood with Woerther  

 

I was fortunate to be able to attend a Wildwood Historical Society meeting on the evening of the November 15 th. It was 

the night of their annual "show and tell" (my phrase for what happened, not theirs') evening,  where members brought in 
items of historical significance and shared them and any story that went along with them.  

It was amazing to see and hold a rifle that was produced in 1860. The field rifle was in remarkably good condition and 
the story about how t he owner came to possess the rifle was very funny. The things we do for our kids always amazes 

me. Another person brought a Zenith Radio, which was clearly marked as being produced in 1920. While the radio 
certainly showed wear, especially the electrical cord, several of us gathered closer to peer into the back of the unit to see 

if the electrical tubes inside still appeared to be in working order.  

I guess at this point I should mention that "Zenith" was a manufacturer of radios and televisions for nearly one-hundred 

years, before finally succumbing to business pressures. Also "tubes" were the precursor to today's microchips and both 
radios and televisions were full of them to help receive the signal and provide the picture and sound. Hopefully, 

explaining both of those items clears up some questions that may come to mind.  

Anyway, perhaps the most interesting items shown that evening were postcards. Not just any postcards, but 

Thanksgiving postcards. These one-hundred year old cards were very ornate, having embossed pictures and lettering. I 
should note that mailing a card at that time cost one cent, while another had two, one cent stamps affixed to it. Clearly, 

an increase in postage even then!

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The wording expressed on the cards spoke of the year's harvest being complete and stored, wishing prosperity and peace 

to the person who received it. We were told that, sometimes in place of a Christmas present, these cards were sent to 
loved ones. One person even expressed that in what they wrote to their cousin and it struck me that it must have taken 

much, much longer for mail delivery one -hundred years ago. In the end, after looking at several of these cards, it made 
me realize the deep ties their families had maintained in a time when travel across town was as dif ficult, if not more so, 

than it is for us today for us to travel across the country for the holidays.  

As the meeting broke into groups, people began taking another look at items they found interesting. The shared love of 

history and the stories that fill in the fabric of relationships and family was very evident. It makes me wonder what might 
be shared at the next "show and tell."
